The last chapter, on the identity of Korean history, may be understood as my
own answer to the questions that are raised in this book. This book also discuses other
history-related disagreements among Korea, China, and Japan that | found pertinent
to its central topic: What constitutes the identity of Korean history? History textbooks,
nationalism, and territorial disputes are some of the other contentious issues. As the
readers of this book will agree, a symptomatic characteristic of all disputes occurring be-
tween countries, whether they concern history or territory, is that they are based on mu-
tually contradictory assertions.
